Built in 1856 for John Simpson Bratton, Jr. and his wife, Harriet Rainey 
Bratton, Hightower Hall was listed on the National Register of Historic 

Places in 1982.  The Culture & Heritage Museums has completed 
an extensive renovation of this beautiful home and refurbished  

the interior to its 1850s design.  
 

The renovation was conducted in an environmentally responsible manner, 
and is York County governmentôs and the Culture & Heritage Museumsô 

first building to be submitted for LEED (Leadership in Energy & 
Environmental Design) certification.  This voluntary and consensus-based 

standard supports and certifies successful green building design, 
construction and operations.  As an historic landmark, Hightower Hall will 

serve as a preeminent model for achieving this distinction among 
historic sites in South Carolina.  

 

Hightower Hall is now being used for educational programs and special 
events, and is available for rental by the public for weddings, small 

conferences, corporate receptions and community meetings.
